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Theology Program

Theology Program at NLTBC will explore with its students the relevant teaching of God, 
His attributes and many other theological topics.

Ministry Practicum 

 
Students are required to serve in their local church for a minimum of 72 hours 
during the school year. This service, which should be verified by a church leader, 
earns the student 3 credit hrs for their Ministry Practicum.  This program is designed 
to benefit the local church while providing the student with ministry experience.  
For the undergraduate and graduate students 50% of their hours should be in a 
service directly related to their major field.  Other practicum credits are available. 

                 
 
 
 

Course Descriptions 
  
All the programs of NLTBC are designed to include the necessary coursework to equip our 
graduates for the various disciplines in the ministry.  This coursework includes general 
education courses, such as Church History, Homiletics and Christian Counseling. Each 
course is 3 credit hours.  After careful evaluation of this page we encourage you to 
ENROLL NOW and get the full benefit of this great institution. 
  
   
IT 101 - Intro to Critical Thinking I  
This course is designed to assist the student in using reason to investigate questions, 
evaluate ideas, advocate positions, and resolve conflicts within a Christian environment. 
Students will learn to appreciate the value and rewards of higher learning. 
 
  
  
TH 102 – Life Management, God’s Way I 
 This course examines how we manage our lives in every area from a biblical 
perspective. We will cover in this course time management, management by organization, 
talent management, vision management, excellence and life management, body, marriage 
and family management. 
  
   
TH 103 – Life Management, God’s Way II  
This course is a continuation of Life Management, God’s Way I. 
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TH 104 – Prayer I   
This course is the study of what prayer is, how to approach God, various types of prayer, 
the importance of prayer, hindrances to prayer, prayer and agreement also praying in the 
spirit, etc. 
   
  
BOT 230 – Old Testament Studies I        
This study will outline in detail the first five books of the Old Testament from the book of 
Genesis to Deuteronomy. The course will cover what life was like, how these books were 
arranged, and how to approach the Old Testament. 
  
 
  
BOT 240 – Old Testament Studies II  
This course covers the historical books of the Old Testament. It will cover an intense 
survey and outline of the historical records from the book of Joshua to Esther. 
  
   
TH 108 – Doctrines of the Bible I 
 This course is a systematic study of the various doctrines of concerning God and His 
Kingdom. The study of doctrines is vital to the very characterization of the Church and its 
core belief structure. Without this course many believers will never be capable of 
combating false doctrines. 
  
  
TH 108b – Doctrines of the Bible II 
Continuation of Bible Doctrines I 
  
  
TH 107 – Between the Testaments 
 This is a study of the inter-testamental period which covers the six periods of Jewish 
history, setting up the New Testament, Greek and Roman background, physical and 
political settings as well as God’s final revelation. 
  
  
 BTH 104 - New Testament Survey 
This is a study concentrating on the historical and contextual elements of the New 
Testament era. This class will validate the importance of understanding the message of the 
Gospels, the various epistles as well as John’s Revelation. 
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TH 301 - ACTS 
This course introduces the student to the book of Acts. This study will define the events of 
the Church and Apostles and how they evolved into a mighty force groomed to spread the 
Gospel of Christ to the world.  
  
 
  
 
TH 207a – Ministry Preparation:a (Proper Attitude) 
This is the first in the series of three courses dealing with ministry preparation. In this 
course we will learn what the proper attitudes for someone aspiring to be a minister of the 
Gospel. Some areas covered are a proper attitude, a need for change, the elements of a 
servant, and functions of a servant and the paradox of 
greatness.                                                            
  
 
 
TH 207b – Ministry Preparation:b (Motivational Gifts) 
 This is the second course in the series of three dealing with ministry preparation. This 
course is a study in the “Motivational Gifts”. Included in this study will be the gifts of 
Prophesy, Teaching, Serving, Exhortation, Giving, Organization and Mercy. 
  
  
 
TH 207c – Ministry Preparation:c (Ministry of Helps) 
This is the third course in the series of three dealing with ministry preparation. This course 
is a study in the “Ministry of Helps”. It will cover the anointing of the Ministry of Helps, 
having a vision and general principles and guidelines, etc. 
  
  
 
BTH 204 – New Testament Church History I 
This course covers the ascension of the Church and its persecution then walks the student 
through the historicity of the Church Fathers which include Clement, Ignatius, Ploycarp, 
the Didache even the conversion of Constantine. It will conclude with the entrance of the 
Reformation. 
  
BTH 204a – New Testament Church History II 
The second half of this course picks up from the Reformation period introducing the 
student to reformers such as Martin Luther, John Calvin, Tyndale, Cranmer, Knox and 
others. From the Reformation the student will be guided through an array of historical 
Church movements up to the modern day Church.

BTH 304 –Homiletics 
This class provides a thorough discussion of homiletic principles. Principles would 
include: the foundations of the sermon, classification of sermons, elements of sermons as 
well as preparation and delivery of sermons. Students will also have the opportunity to 
deliver a mini sermon to student faculty. 
  
  
TH 210 – Systematic Theology I  
This is a systematic study which discusses the existence, character, and attributes of God, 
his laws and government. It defines the doctrines we are to believe, and the duties we are 
to apply. 
  
 TH 220 – Systematic Theology II  
This course is a continuation of I. It will indulge in the study of man, Christ, angels and 
demons.   It will explore the person, the work of Christ, angels and demons, including their 
work and destiny. 
  
  
 BTH 305 – Life & Teachings of Jesus 
The student is introduced to the ministry of Jesus the Christ. The student is brought face to 
face with the Gospels, which are our principle sources of knowledge for the life of Christ. 
This course will engage the student to get hold of the true meaning and message of Christ’s 
life and teachings. 
  
  
BPR 333 – Prophecy I 
 This is class is designed to guide the student to a full understanding in the purpose, 
qualifications and the movement in the gift of Prophecy. It will help the student to acquire 
a working knowledge of this wonderful spiritual gift. 
  
  
BPR 334 - Prophecy II 
 It is the continuation of I, however it will further define the characteristic of a prophet and 
introduce students to various prophetic characters. 
  
  
BTH 341 – Ephesians I 
The student will be graced with a biblical exposition of chapters 1-4 of the book of 
Ephesians. The student will be given an overview of a glorious Church. 
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BTH 342 – Ephesians II 
Here is the conclusion of the book of Ephesians picking up at chapter 5 thru 6. It will cover 
topics like: dwelling in God’s presence, walking in the light, being filled with Spirit, God’s 
Armor and a host more of topics. 
  
  
BTH 350 – Intro to Evangelism 
This course will engage the student to recognize the value of Evangelism. It is a course 
designed to help the student win the world for Christ.  
  
 
TH 307, 308 – Romans I & II 
This course offers the student one of the greatest opportunities to observe and learn about 
the Apostle Paul’s core beliefs. The book of Romans discloses many of Paul’s foundational 
anthem concerning doctrines such as justification, predestination, redemption, salvation 
and more. It is believed to be one of the greatest books exposing Christian doctrines.  

  
 
  

TH 443- Minor Prophets 
 This class brings to life the books of the 12 Minor Prophets. The student will be able to 
glance at the historical times and surroundings of a three hundred year span, and 
hopefully be enticed to notice the beautiful imagery of the various prophecies that pointed 
toward the deliverance of all men. 
  
 
TH 444 -Major Prophets 
 This course introduces the student to the 5 Major Prophets. It will clarify to the spectator 
a distinction in the various styles and message of these great men and how they became the 
precursor to the coming Messiah. 
  
 
BPA 333 - Hermeneutics I & II 
 Hermeneutics is defined as the art and science of Biblical interpretation. Learning to 
interpret scripture is as valuable as the air we breathe. This is a class every student and 
laymen should desire to have under their belt.  It will provide students with the necessary 
principles needed to expose the Word of God correctly. 
  
BPA 375 - Comparative World Religions 
 This class opens up the world of diverse Religions. The student will get a birds-eye view 
on the various religious organizations and how they vary in comparison to the Christian 
experience. 
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BPA 385 - Christian Ethics 
 This  class offers the student an eye opening experience in Christian moral standards. It 
will enlighten the student to the various dilemmas concerning the Biblical persona of 
ethical values and choice. 
  
BTH 383 - Pauline Epistles 
 Considered one of the greatest theologians of the Christian faith, this class will explore 
the various epistles of Paul and how they play an intricate role in the cherished doctrines 
of the Church today. 
  
 
LAG 401,402,403 - Greek I,II & III 
This class introduces the student to the language of Koine Greek. From the alphabet to 
declining nouns and parsing verbs, the student will be inundated with the true value, 
importance and proper application of this biblical language toward the Word of God.  

  
  

AD 201 – Principles of Leadership I 
This course is an overview of the fundamentals and dynamics of leadership, its basic 
impact and related teachings. 
  
   
AD 202 – Principles of Leadership II  
This course continues the study of leadership with emphasis on the personal qualities of a 
leader. 

  
   
 
TH 204 – General Epistles I    
This is an in-depth study of the general Epistles, James, I and II Peter, I, II and III John 
and Jude. 
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Tuition and Fees 
 
Low Tuition Philosophy 
 
NLTBC has the philosophy that a quality, spiritual education that trains an individual; for 
service to the Lord Jesus Christ should not leave that individual with an oppressive 
financial debt. 
 
Accordingly, NLTBC has not sought the very costly regional accreditation that leads to 
qualification for government-guaranteed student loans and other government programs.  
Institutions using such loans generally charge the maximum tuition allowable, leaving the 
student with a sizable debt at the completion of their education.  For those called to the 
ministry, it can be very difficult to obey God’s calling with this type of debt lingering over 
their finances. 
 
The approach is to provide the most affordable, quality, spiritual education that we can as a 
ministry to the Lord and His servants. 
 
Student Evaluations 
 
Any student anticipating to receive ministry life experience credit shall request a 
ministerial academic evaluation for a one-time fee of $200.00.  Students completing a 
ministerial evaluation may receive credit for preaching and teaching of the Word of God in 
formal classes or services sanctioned by the church. 
 
Audit Coursework – Biblical Studies Certificate 
 
Audit Classes are advance courses of study set up for people who want to continue growing 
in Christ as well as learn more about the Kingdom of God; but, not interested in earning a 
degree for course completion.  Audit courses allow you the benefit of participating in an 
advanced college study without performing the assigned workload of a college student. As 
an Audit Student, the only requirement for you is to complete the assigned course 
homework.  Although, the Audit program offers no credit, you do get a great deal of 
knowledge concerning the Kingdom of God.   
 
The classes are Thursday and Monday night.  Thursday night audit students will be in class 
with undergraduates and are encouraged to participate in the class assignments and 
homework, although it is not required. Monday night classes are all audit students. 
 
 Thursday night Monthly Fee - $65.00/mo.   
 Monday night Monthly Fee - $40.00/mo.  
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Leadership Program – Leadership Certificate 
The Leadership Program is a two-year course structured to encourage and develop the 
skills of leadership in those who desire to understand the value and principles of leading 
others.  These classes will be held every Thursday night from 6:30 to 9:30.  The classes 
will begin August 26 until May 26 2011. 
 
 Thursday night Monthly Fee - $25.00 a course 
   
 
Undergraduate Program – Associates Degree and Bachelor Degree  
 
The cost of full year undergraduate studies at NLT Bible College is $1,350.00.  If a 
husband and wife desire to both attend the college, there is a discount, however both 
husband and wife need to be actively registered for classes for the discount to be offered. 
 
           
Master’s Degree Program  
 
The cost of a one-year Master’s Degree Credit Program is $1,925.

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Educational Expectations 
 
Instructors will provide students with syllabi.  Each syllabus will provide the expectations 
for the course and the specific instructor.  Instructors are not held strictly to giving quizzes 
or midterms but students must read the textbook, complete a final exam and a research 
paper.   
 
 

Students will be held to a high standard: 
Read and study the textbook and any other required material 
Engage in scholarly discussions, projects and presentations 
Be equally responsible for the learning environment 
Engage in outside research for paper completion 
Be an active class participant to receive any applicable points 

 
You must purchase your textbook and any other materials needed 1 week before the next 
scheduled class. 
 

At that time you will receive the assignment for the first night of class.  You must 
complete the required work by the first night of class.  We only have 4 weeks, so this 
allows both instructors and students to get right to work the first night. 

 
Assignments for the next class and grades for the previous class will posted in a common 
area by student identification number.  
 
 
Attendance, Absentee and Tardy Policies  
 
Regular and punctual attendance is essential to scholastic achievement and success in 
ministry.  Thus, students are expected to be in class at the appointed time.  Students who 
miss a class may purchase and listen to the tapes of the missed class.  These tapes must be 
ordered within one week of the class. Attendance must be recorded on grading sheet.  
Students who miss more than one class should be directed to see the Education 
Administrator for instruction about completion of course and work.  The student may be 
required to repeat the course at another time. 
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 Grading and Grade Reporting 
 
Instructors will keep grades for quizzes and the midterm, if applicable, and the final exam 
and research paper.  Grading oral presentations is optional, but the instructor should 
provide the student with feedback.   
 
All grades must be recorded by the instructor on the grading sheet provided with the class 
roster and turned in to the Registrar, Rhonda Hudson, no later than 10 days after the 
research paper deadline (i.e. if term paper deadline is Thursday the 5th, then final 
course grades are due, Monday the 16th.)  This enables the college to post student grades 
by the end of the following month after course completion.  This allows students to track 
their academic progress.

Unsatisfactory Student Performance and Make Up Work 
 
Consistently unsatisfactory academic performance (such as course failure, unexcused 
absences, late research assignments, lack of meeting course requirements, missing of 
exams, etc.) should be reported by instructor to Education Administrator.  
 
Students are expected to take all quizzes and exams, deliver any scheduled oral 
presentations, and turn in any other work required on the assigned date.  If a personal 
emergency prevents this, students are responsible for contacting the class instructor and 
completing any missed work within 1 week.  If the work is turned in two weeks late, it will 
result in a reduction of 1 letter grade.  If the work is not turned in within two weeks, it will 
result in an F or 0, unless the student has previously withdrawn from the course.  If a 
student misses more than 1class, it must be reported by the instructor to the Education 
Administrator. 
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 Failing Grades 
 
If a student fails a course, they will be expected to take the entire course over again. The 
student must demonstrate satisfactory work for the entire course for a passing grade to 
appear on their transcript. 
 
Withdrawal  
 
Should any student desire to withdraw from school, he/she should write a letter and speak 
with the Education Coordinator to formally withdraw.  Unless the student formally 
withdraws, the student will not be eligible for re-admission without an interview with the 
Education Coordinator.  The student who just stops attending class and does not formally 
withdraw will receive an “F” for any course with unsatisfied requirements.  The student 
who formally withdraws will receive a “W” which does not count against a student’s GPA.   
 
Research Papers Requirements 
 
For every course taken a research paper is required. The final grade cannot be given until 
the Research paper is turned in.  Research papers are due one week after the last class 
meeting date.  If instructors are not teaching at the college the next month, papers will be 
collected and sent to the instructor for grading.  If students arrange to submit a late 
Research paper to the instructor, it must receive an automatic one letter grade reduction.  
 
Research papers submitted one week late should be given an automatic one letter 
grade reduction.  After the first late week, Research papers should not be accepted 
and the student should receive a 0. 
 
Listed below are the requirements for each level of students: 
 
Associate Credit Level:  a term paper consisting of 6 pages with a minimum of two (2) 
outside sources other than the course book and the Bible. 
 
Bachelor Credit Level:  a term paper consisting of 6 pages with a minimum of three (3) 
outside sources other than the course book and the Bible. 
 
Master Credit Level: a term paper consisting of 12 pages with a minimum of four (4) 
outside sources other than the course book and the Bible.   
 
If you have any questions, please see any NLTBC staff member for clarification on all 
procedures. 
 
Research Papers must be written with one inch margins all the way around, 1.5 spacing, in 
Times New Roman, with 12 pt. Font.  Papers must have a cover page and a Bibliography 
page.  Sources should be footnoted according to the appropriate format.  Scripture 
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 references should be a major contributor to student’s concepts and understanding, and 
should be cited in their paper, however long scripture verses should not be typed out inside 
the essay.  (If questionable papers are presented they will be submitted to the Education 
Administrator for review). 
 
 Plagiarism 
 

Plagiarism is using someone else’s writing, ideas, thoughts, concepts, charts, graphs, 
statements, etc., in a writing and failing to acknowledge the author, but presenting it as 
the writer’s own work.  Even paraphrasing another’s work must be documented.  Any 
material taken from an outside source must be properly documented using the Chicago 
Manual Style guide, footnote at the end of the page, and include an appropriately 
formatted bibliography.  A general rule of thumb for class assignments: quoted or 
paraphrased material with cited references should not exceed 25% of the entire 
assignment or paper; 75% of an assignment should consist of the student’s own words, 
thoughts, and ideas.   

 
 
Student Standards of Conduct 
 
All of the programs at NLTBC are designed to include the necessary course work to equip 
our graduates for the various disciplines in the ministry.  A student whose personal conduct 
is a poor testimony for Christ, and who fails to live in accordance with the scriptural ideals 
of the College, will be spiritually counseled and will be disciplined to such extent as the 
President deems advisable. The College reserves the right to refuse admission, to put on 
disciplinary probation, or to dismiss any student whose personal conduct and/or attitude, in 
the judgment of the Administration, are not consistent with the Christian spirit and 
standards which the College seeks to maintain. 
 
By way of example, academic dishonesty, such as giving unauthorized aid on an 
examination or plagiarism (the intentional or unintentional presentation of another work as 
your own) are not acceptable behaviors and will not be tolerated. Both are subject to 
immediate dismissal. 
 
Personal Habits 
Students are expected to abstain from the use of any tobacco, alcoholic beverages and illicit 
drugs, both on and off campus. They will also maintain behavior above reproach in 
relationships with the opposite sex, avoiding appearances of evil. 
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 Women’s Dress Code 
Modesty, femininity and good taste are the guiding principles of women’s dress at 
NLTBC . Women can wear dresses, skirts, or slacks with sweaters or blouses to classes.  
During summer capri’s and sleeveless tops are acceptable.  No low cut necklines or dresses 
with slits above the knees are permitted. 
 
Men’s Dress Code 
To be well groomed, clean, neat and tidy are the guiding principles of men’s dress at 
NLTBC . Beards are permitted if trimmed and kept neat. Hair should be properly groomed 
at all times. During summer Bermuda length shorts are acceptable. No bare feet or muscle 
shirts allowed.  
 
Class Taping 
 
Students may tape classes and use laptop or notebook computers as note taking devices. 
 
Application Process 
 
All students applying for   entry to NLTBC  must complete the requirements identified 
below for their chosen academic program.  Forms are available form the Administration or 
online at:  www.nltbiblecollege.org 
 
All of the following steps must be completed before an application will be processed by the 
Registrar: 
 

1. Completely fill out the NLTBC  Student Application for Admission.  Any omission 
will cause the application to be returned to the student.  This will delay formal 
acceptance and academic assessment. 

 
2. Include the $25.00 non-refundable application fee. 

 
3. Submit either proof of high school graduation or official transcripts from other 

institutions of higher learning. 
 

Proof of high school graduation includes a Xerox copy of any one of the following 
three items: 

a. High school diploma; 
b. GED certification; or 
c. Proof of equivalent education. 
 

4. For experienced ministers only:  If applying for Ministry Life Experience Credit 
(MLE), include a completed MLE Application along with the $200.00 non-
refundable application fee.
