Low Tuition Philosophy

financial debt.

Accordingly, NLTBC has not sought the very costigional accreditation that leads to
gualification for government-guaranteed studennh$oand other government programs.
Institutions using such loans generally chargentiagimum tuition allowable, leaving the
student with a sizable debt at the completion eirteducation. For those called to the
ministry, it can be very difficult to obey God’sliiag with this type of debt lingering over
their finances.

The approach is to provide the most affordablelity apiritual education that we can as a
ministry to the Lord and His servants.

Student Evaluations

If therwis turned in two weeks late, it will
result in a reduction of 1 letter grade. If therkviz not turned in within two weeks, it will
result in an F or 0, unless the student has prelyowithdrawn from the course. If a
student misses more than 1class, it must be repdyethe instructor to the Education
Administrator.
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Failing Grades

Withdrawal

Research Papers must be written with one inch msuai the way around, 1.5 spacing, in

Times New Roman, with 12 pt. Font. Papers mustlaeover page and a Bibliography
page. Sources should be footnoted according toag@opriate format. Scripture
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references should be a major contributor to stuslesuncepts and understanding, and
should be cited in their paper, however long sarpwerses should not be typed out inside
the essay. (If questionable papers are presehsdwill be submitted to the Education
Administrator for review).

Plagiarism

Plagiarism is using someone else’s writing, idéhsughts, concepts, charts, graphs,
statements, etc., in a writing and failing to acklemige the author, but presenting it as
the writer’'s own work. Even paraphrasing anothertsk must be documented. Any
material taken from an outside source must be pippecumented using th&hicago
Manual Style guide, footnote at the end of the page, and imclad appropriately
formatted bibliography. A general rule of thumlr fdass assignments: quoted or
paraphrased material with cited references showltl axceed 25% of the entire
assignment or paper; 75% of an assignment shousistoof the student’s own words,
thoughts, and ideas.

Student Standards of Conduct

All of the programs abNLTBC are designed to include the necessary course waguip
our graduates for the various disciplines in thaistiy. A student whose personal conduct
is a poor testimony for Christ, and who fails teelin accordance with the scriptural ideals
of the College, will be spiritually counseled andl we disciplined to such extent as the
President deems advisable.
